Speciality Champagnes

Mumm Cordon Rouge

This may be the first champagne on our list, but it is by no means
a ‘house’ bottle. Mumm is one of the worlds most renownded
champagnes. Known for its elegance and style, the champagne
has a lovely golden yellow colour flecked with jade tints.

Subtle aroma’s of lemon, grapefruit and apricot are replaced by
lingering hints of vanilla and honey. Wonderful fresh fruit and
caramel flavours linger with a touch of acidity.

Mumm Cordon Rouge - Rosé

Classy, one of the best loved champagne’s among women, delicate
& smooth. The rose colour comes from the use of wine from

Bouzy, made with the pinot noir grape, combined with Cordon Rouge.

prescence of caramel and vanilla. An initial liveliness is perfectly
balanced with a powerful yet elegant finish.

The end product is amber in colour with aromas of dried fig,
apricot and pear mixed with overtones of biscuit. A full and satisfying
flavour with a lively finish.

Dom Perignon was a 17th century Benedictine monk who has gone
down in history as the man who "invented" champagne.

It is blended of roughly equal amounts of
Pinot Noir and Chardonnay both lending their distinct characteristics
without ever dominating each other. Creamy fruit are in abundance on
the nose and the palate, with the finest toasty aromas. It is wonderfully
smooth and perfect for a special occasion.
